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General Guidelines:

· Land disturbance permit, as this construction will disturb more than 2,500 square feet of area.   
(Permit fee $75.00 (5/ 2001)

· A grading plan of the proposed pond construction will need to be submitted and approved by the Watershed Management Branch.  Approval of this grading plan will be required prior to issuance of a certificate of zoning approval and the land disturbance permit. 

· For disturbance > 5000 sf Planning Office requires engineered site plan.  This requirement can be waived with specific sign off approval from Watershed Mgmt. Branch stating that engineering site plan is not required.  For ponds with surface areas > ½ acre (20,000sf) engineered plan is recommended.

· Pond shall not be constructed in RPA area.  Pond should not be constructed in active (non-RPA) stream and alter natural stream flow or affect downstream property owners.  Construction of pond in floodplain should be verified with staff, no fill allowed in floodplain.

Specific Plan Guidelines:

· General requirements for grading plan, including limits of clearing and grading.   Pond dimensions shall be clearly specified, as well as estimated water level.

· Five-foot contour map from OIT is acceptable for smaller ponds in lieu of required 2-foot contours.  Some grading plan requirements only apply to home construction and will not be needed for this farm pond construction.

· Location of 100-year floodplain or Resource Protection Area (RPA) must be clearly identified on plan.  Pond construction should not impact RPA of floodplain area. 

· Identification of Erosion & Sediment controls must be clearly identified on plan.  

· Plan shall provide specific information on the embankment, including type of material, compaction method, vegetative cover, spillway height, etc).  No planting shall be allowed on earthen dam structure.

· Pond Outlet should be specified (i.e. riser pipe, culvert, spillway, etc.) Any landscaping included with pond design.
